COMMENTS:  (Were the forecasts/instructions adequate?  Any suggestions to avoid a recurrence?  Multi-day burning?  Aerial extent of burning?  Other burning?

The forecast was fairly adequate calling for mainly NW’erly low-level winds.  This was confirmed by the 

Sage Hen RAWS that was fairly close to the above burn.  Sage Hen reported mainly SW to NW wind through the 

period.  The burn boss however reported mainly SE to SW winds during the ignition periods.  However, since the 

burn was to the NW of Burns, it must have had the forecasted NW winds to intrude into the town.  

In addition a burn known as West Silvies at 19S 31E S1 also was burning during this time period.  In consultation 

with the burn boss, it was very likely that some of that smoke traveled down the Silvies River during the night and 

contributed to the Burns intrusion.

Both of these burns were very large and multi-day events.  In our NE Oregon Smoke Management Forecast we 

include a paragraph at the end of the forecast for the ranger districts to request a special forecast for large units over 

2000 tons and units being burned over an extended period of time.  This was not done and probably the main reason

the intrusion occurred.  The ranger district and burn bosses have been informed of coordinating with Salem for 

large burns.
