	Comments:  Received a citizen complaint call about 1430 PST, on 2-23-12, about smoke visible from the Talent area.  Dan Thorpe called at about 1500 PST to inform us that ODF personnel had been dispatched to investigate.  ODF personnel saw light smoke close to, but not in, the SSRA prior to sunset.   About 1900 PST, a few smoke complaint calls came into the SW OR ODF office from Talent.
The typical evening increase in the Medford nephelometer readings (due to woodstove use) was slightly elevated from approximately 1900-2100.  The reason for this is unknown at this time.  The SW OR ODF office is looking into whether or not smoke may have made it as far south as Ashland.
